They bought the
house in 1920, having fled their convent in war-torn Belgium in 1914. Facilities at
Kylemore include a visitor centre, an exhibition housed in the main reception rooms of the
house and a video which takes the visitor through the history of the house and its
occupants. Transfer to Knock for a visit to the Shrine. This little town is an important
pilgrimage centre and has been famous for over a century as the site of visions, apparitions,
and miraculous cures. The story of Knock began on the 21st August 1879 when Our Lady,
St. Joseph and St. John the Evangelist appeared at the south gable of Knock Parish
Church.
